Adjudication of abstracts will be conducted through a blind review process for the 14th Annual Conference.  

General Guidelines Statement
Proposals may connect to this year’s conference theme through papers, panels, classes, workshops, and/or lecture demonstrations in pedagogy, methodology, curriculum development, administration, research, creativity, or performance as well as larger social/cultural/political perspectives as they relate to ballet in education.  

Submission Guidelines
· All submissions must be accompanied by a submission form. 

· Do not include any information that might identify the author in the body/text of the abstract.  

· Include as an attachment a short bio of yourself for conference programming with submission form.

· Abstracts may be submitted by current CORPS members, associate members, retired members, graduate students and honorary members.
· The abstract submission form is attached to this call and is also available on the CORPS website.   www.corps-de-ballet.org 

· Conference registration is required for presentation.  Registration information is available on the website.  www.corps-de-ballet.org
· Submissions that do not meet all scoring criteria but contain information relevant to membership and conference theme may be accepted as a "Member Share" presentation.  A "Member Share" presentation is not considered as "adjudicated" or "peer reviewed".    
Individual Papers - Submit a 500 word abstract that includes the central argument/question, relevance to conference theme, and research methodology.  Attach a one-page, sample bibliography.  Paper presentations may be proposed for 30-45 minute time slots. 
Panels - Submit a 250 word abstract of the panel highlighting the same elements as described above including a sample bibliography.  All panel participants must submit individual abstracts for their research component of the panel in one Word document.  All panel proposal documents must be submitted together.  Panels may be proposed for 60-90 minute time slots.

Other:   includes class/workshop/lecture demonstration – Submit a 500 word abstract that includes a detailed description of the session, the research objectives, methodologies, and relationship to conference theme.  Attach a brief bibliography.  These sessions may be proposed for 60-90 minute time slots.
All submissions must be sent electronically
The submission form must be fully filled out plus abstract components completed as a WORD document to nola.nolen@sru.edu - please include your last name and CORPS 2012 in the subject line of the email.

Additionally, please complete and return the CORPS Copyright Permission Form along with your abstract submission.  This will ensure abstract posting for all members to view on the new CORPS V-bulletin upon completion of the 2012 conference.
Abstracts are due Sunday, January 15, 2012.  E-mail notification will occur on or before 
February 15, 2012 followed by formal letter.
